4. Paul’s letter to the church will later reveal that that they did not use their given gifts wisely, but in ways that caused problems within the congregation. How have you misused or witnessed the misuse of God given gifts/abilities?













5. For what is Paul confident of concerning the Corinthian believers’ future? How can he be so certain considering their moral performance (divisions within the congregation, sexual immorality, and litigation among members, etc.)?  













6. Name the promises given to the Corinthian church (and all believers) in 1 Corinthians 1:8; Romans 8:1, 8:29; 2 Corinthians 3:18; and Philippians 1:6.
