2. Regarding Luke 5:4-11, “We notice that Jesus did not lecture Peter about his sins. There was no rebuke, no word of judgement. All Jesus did was to show Peter how to catch fish. But when the Holy is manifest, no words are needed to express it. Peter got the message that was impossible to miss. The transcendent standard of all righteousness and all purity blazed before his eyes. Like Isaiah before him, Peter was undone.”
